Resource Spotlight Shuffle

~ Shuffle is a set of 42 cards, each with a daily challenge designed for
teenagers who are exploring the Christian faith. Covering a range
of aspects of Christian life, the cards include challenges on the
Bible, praying, social action and church. Young people are invited
to play a new card every day for six weeks of experiencing faith in
a new way. But if they pick a challenge they don't feel ready for
tfoday, just put it back in the pack and Shuffle!

Shuffle helps young people who are just started on a Christian journey and helps any Christian
teenager think about what it means to put their faith into practice.

Behind the many different topics and types of activity on the cards is a carefully thought-through
programme of discipleship. The cards develop personal disciplines like prayer and reading the Bible,
but also challenge young people to put their beliefs into action in everyday life.
